Jackson Foster Biography

Jackson Foster has been collecting period photographs of Ulysses S. Grant–and various other Grant collectibles–since 1979. He found his first photo of Lieutenant General Grant while at a photography show in Chicago. 

He also began studying Grant in earnest after picking up “Grant Takes Command”, by Bruce Catton, reading it on the train while commuting to downtown Chicago. 

Jackson and his family relocated to the Fredericksburg area in October 2005, fulfilling a long-time dream of living close to Civil War history, the Blue Ridge mountains, and escaping the brutal winters in Illinois.

Jackson’s business, The I.D. Entity, specializes in identity design, branding, and visual communications. He has worked with Central Virginia Battlefields Trust, the local National Park System, and Smithsonian Folkways, designing several publishing and communication projects related to the Civil War.
